Let us tell you a bit about the station before you go on...

KZUU 90.7 FM is a student-owned and operated nonprofit, noncommercial college radio station.  We are a 
recognized student organization underneath the Associated Students of Washington State University 
(ASWSU).  KZUU was created to give WSU students, faculty, and members of the community a creative 
outlet for playing music, speaking their minds, exploring issues and having a good time.  ASWSU expects us 
to serve the students of Washington State University.  ASWSU controls our budget.  KZUU is not the place 
for you to get radio experience so you can work at a mega-corporate-controlled-conglomerate station in a big 
market.  ThatÕs KUGRÕs purpose. (KUGR is located in the Murrow Building, and they are probably looking for 
DJs also!)  KZUU is staffed by volunteers.  Management and on-air folks receive no pay for the labor they 
invest.  Instead, they get the satisfaction that comes from pursuing true art, and the ability to reach 
thousands of folks in the Greater Palouse region.

We play noncommercial music.  Noncommercial is a very broad term that means different things to different 
folks, but we like to think of it as Òmusic you probably would not hear anywhere else in a typical day.Ó  We do 
not play music that is on Top 40 radio, large corporate-controlled radio stations, MTV or VH1.  This means 
that you can leave your Radiohead, Metallica, 50 Cent, Creed, Led Zeppelin, Pink Floyd, etc. at home.  
However, you get the chance to say almost anything you want and play anything else you want, which is 
quite a bit of freedom, if you ask us...

KZUU Employment Contract
1. KZUU is a noncommercial college radio station.  This means we do not play any music that 

is popular on the large corporate radio stations or on MTV.  We are here to offer a choice 
that is diametrically opposed to those fine establishments that rule our airwaves and 
destroy our minds.  We must remain true to the manifesto written at the formation of our 
radio station, which requires ust to play ONLY noncommercial music.  If a music director has 
a problem with an artist or song you are playing, they will request that you stop playing it in 
the future.  If the executive board feels that you are not doing everything within your power 
to curtail the playing of commercial music, you will lose your show.

2. We must abide by FCC rules involving obscenity.  This means that DJs must never swear 
on the air.  (This includes such illustrious favorites as the f-bomb, the s-word, and the c-
cuss.)  If you accidentally let one fly, you might be able to spare your show if you 
apologize immediately.  Music with swear words can only be played between the hours of 
10 PM and 6 AM.  This will be strictly enforced.  Again, if one sneaks through, cut the song 
off and apologize for the naughtiness.  If this is a repeated problem, you may lose your 
show.

3. Any DJ missing his or her show will be fired immediately.  If you feel there is ANY 
possibility you may miss your show, you are responsible for finding a substitute.  There will 
be no exceptions to this rule.

4. DJs will be held legally and financially responsible for any KZUU property that comes up 
missing during their shift.  We have held off in the past from involving authorities, but will no 
longer do so.  You will be prosecuted for theft of any musical material or equipment.  We 
aim to build our library and upgrade the equipment in the studio and we cannot do this if 
there is a possibility of theft.  Any guests in the studio are the responsibility of the DJ on 
the air.  Any damage or theft on the part of these guests is the sole responsibility of the DJ 
assigned to that shift.

5. Alcohol and drugs are not permitted in the studio, in Smith Gym, or on WSU grounds.  If 
DJs are in violation of this policy, they will be fired immediately.  Fired, fired, fired, fired, 
fired!   If this happens, our station will be shut down .  Also, any DJ found in violation of the 
WSU Policy will be turned over to Student Affairs for further investigation.  Drinking or using 
drugs at KZUU could lead to suspension, fines, community service, or expulsion.  If you 
have any questions on this policy, refer to page 100 in the WSU Student Handbook.
